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                   Pre-reader Reading Book Information

Dear Parents,

Your child will have just brought home two pre-reader reading books. These books are for both you and your child to share. They are designed to help your child develop their early reading skills. (At this stage we are not expecting them to be able to actually read these books.) I have listed some suggestions below on how these books might be used.

Your child will also bring home a ‘Reading Together Reading Record Book’, this will be used to monitor how your child is getting on with their reading at home. Reading books will be changed once a week only if there are regular comments (by either you or your child) to say how they are getting on at home.

Please keep your child’s reading books in their book bag. (Book bags are on sale in the school office.) Please send book bags to school every day.

Suggestions on how to use the pre-reader reading books

· Read the title of the book and look at the author’s name.
· Look at and talk about the pictures.
· As you read to your child, point to each word as you read it, so that they will learn that books work from left to right. This will also help your child to understand that each group of letters represent one word.
· Encourage your child to find/match letters or words that they know.
· Re-read the book and encourage your child to join in with you. They will soon know a lot of it by heart, but will begin to recognise some words by their shape or by the letter it starts with.
· If a letter or word occurs frequently it may be useful to write down this word or make simple flashcards, so that your child can match them to the word in the book or play some recognition games.
· Find out if your child liked or disliked the book and encourage them to say why.
· Encourage a love of books, visit the library and look at lots of books at home.
