3) Governors’ Electronic Suggestion Box

4) Holidays in School time
The regulations say that children should not take holidays during school time. The only exceptions to this are where parents are stopped, by their employers, from taking any leave from work during any of the school holidays. Requests for authorisation of absence for a holiday should have a letter from the parent/carer’s employer stating that this is the only time the parent is allowed to take a holiday during the year. Please remember to bring in any request for authorisation before booking a holiday, in case there is a reason why it cannot be granted. Any holiday which is not authorised may result in a fine.

6) Parents Attending Open Evening
We were very pleased that 91% of parents made appointments to come to Open Evenings last week and this week. Comments from parents to the teachers were very positive about the information sheet that teachers now use as the basis for the discussion. Many parents were also pleased to have the opportunity to visit the classrooms and look at their child’s work. 

We would like to encourage 100% of parents to attend these events. We still get one or two parents who say that their child doesn’t have homework – they all do! Even a five minute visit gives the opportunity to check out how your child is behaving in school, what progress they are making, how you can help your child with their learning and whether they really do have homework or not.
7) Lost property & Naming Things Clearly

Please would parents check that all the things children bring into school are clearly named. This helps us to get things back to the right owner, if things are lost. Please check items on a regular basis to be sure that the name can still be read and has not worn off.
There is currently a LOT of lost property in the boxes. There are several sweatshirts and the occasional coat. We would like to get all of this back to the rightful owners. Please remind your child to look in the lost property boxes if you know they have lost something.
