2)  Building Work
We were delighted that the builders’ fence around our new build has now been removed as the grass around this area has now grown back. The other building work which took place in the school over the summer was: a) new toilets for Foundation and Year 1 area. b) decoration of the Hall, Foundation Stage Classroom and some of the outside areas of the school.
3)  Cycles – Safety & Storage
If the smaller cycle shelter in the KS2 playground becomes full children may wheel their bikes through to the shelter in the KS1 playground. All children who wish to use the shelters regularly must make sure they see Mrs. Cooper and put their name on the shelter list. Children using the shelters must obey the following rules:
i) children must cycle to & from school sensibly & safely. Bikes must not be ridden in the school grounds. Children must dismount at the gates and push their bikes onto the site.

ii) children must ensure that their bikes are securely locked up and that they take responsibility for keeping any keys safe.
iii) bikes must not be left on the site after school. The school cannot take responsibility for their safety.

Some Year 6 children have shown an interest in riding skateboards to school. They must have parents’ permission for this and obey all the rules above.
4) Attendance & this year’s target
Our attendance target for the year is 96.5%. Please remember that the government do not count absences for illness and holidays separately. Any absence counts against the child’s target. The government expectation is that no children will take holidays during school time. The only exceptions we can consider are where parents holiday times are enforced by their employers. Where this is the case an application for authorisation of a holiday must be accompanied by a letter from the employer stating that the holiday cannot be taken at any other time. Please remember to submit requests for

authorisation of holidays before booking the holiday. Taking a holiday without authorisation could result in a fine.
