Every child in Stanford School has the right to have a happy, caring, learning environment and to feel safe in school.

Children’s Responsibilities

No one has the right to be unkind to any child in Stanford School and make them unhappy or afraid.

1) Make it plain to any child / children trying to bully you that you will not put up with such actions.

Say, “Leave me alone that’s bullying !”

2) Tell someone straight away.

Tell a teacher, another adult in school, the house captains, prefects, a friend.

3) Help anyone else that you see being bullied.

Say, “Leave them alone you’re being a bully !”

Tell a teacher, another adult in school, a house captain or prefect.

4) Help the person who is bullying by making sure that they are caught.

Bullies are usually unhappy people who need our help to learn to live happily with others.
